Adaptive equipment refers to tools designed to help people with disabilities be more independent. These products are used to compensate for impairments or accomplish tasks and are typically used on a daily basis.

· Hip Kit (recommended after total hip replacements)
· Long handled reacher: used to pick up things with trigger-initiated grabber, magnet on the tip, and a lever for drawers.
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· Long handled shoehorn: used to assist with donning/ doffing shoes
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· Long Handled Sponge: useful for washing the back, feet, or other hard to reach body parts
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· Sock Aid: used to assist with putting on socks
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· Leg lifter: used to assist people with disabilities who are not strong enough to lift their leg with trunk or leg musculature or who have high risks associated with decreased control over leg movement (i.e. after total hip replacements)
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· Built-up utensils: used for individuals with decreased grip strength/ range of motion of the hands
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· Rocker knife: used for individuals’ with disabilities that prevent the use of a standard knife; provides more leverage for cutting than a standard knife; useful for people with decreased dexterity and range of motion of the hands
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· Dycem: used for anti-slippage.


· Edema glove: used for to decrease swelling and assist the body in venous/ lymphatic fluid return from the extremities back to the trunk
